Thanks to the level
of planned giving, and some savings, the school can commit to the Enrichment Programme for the coming
year. With just a couple of months left to the end of the financial year, we anticipate savings will meet a

small shortfall in our fundraising this year. Giving this year, in such difficult times has been overwhelming.

Facilities Development Play Your Part capital campaign was successfully achieved in 2018. The
sloping sport field was levelled to create two level tier grass training areas, and a floodlit all-weather

pitch, a sprint track, and cricket nets. The new school vision will steer our fundraising for major facilities
developments.

Joy’s Legacy Programme Named after former teacher Miss Joy Debney when she came to tea and
named the School in her will. We celebrate the programme on her birthday 31 March, to thank members
for helping the School to thrive now and for future generations.
